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I. Greenway Items 
i. Greenway in the winter – Stephanie Erickson pointed out that Kim Greendahl will not be here tonight and she had nothing to share with the group. Stephanie Erickson opened up to the group if they had anything to add about the Greenway. The group did not really have anything to share.
II. Bicycle and Pedestrian Items 

i. Bike and Ped Plan Update – Jairo Viafara shared with the group there is going to be a Complete Streets workshop held on February 22nd and 23rd, the first day will be introduction to the idea of it and the policy. The second day will be a mock exercise to putting together a draft of a policy. Jairo Viafara indicated that they will be MnDOT transportation planners that will be lecturing during the workshop. Jairo Viafara hopes the group will be able to attend. Stephanie Erickson asked if it costs anything to attend and does it cost the MPO any money? Jairo Viafara respond with that it does not. Daniel asked if there would be any kind of snack or dinner being served since the flyer indicates the workshop being from 4pm to 8pm? Jairo Viafara said he is looking into some kind of finger food to be served. Jairo Viafara shared with the group that the second day has not been worked out and is still getting that figured out. Stephanie Erickson asked the group if they had any questions. Daniel asked if this is something Grand Forks and East Grand Forks is shooting for? Jairo Viafara answered the question with a yes, and indicated that this is something that is part of the Bicycle and Pedestrian Plan update scope of work. Bruce Keifeuheim asked if Complete Streets is for new developments or existing? Jairo Viafara responded with the answer that it is for everything. David Kuharenko pointed out to the group that the Complete Streets policy would need to be two different policies because of all different regulations the cities follow. 
ii. Bicycle Friendly Community – 
a. Complete Streets – David Kuharenko starts the conversation for this agenda item, pointing out that Grand Forks already has many ordinances in place that follows the Complete Street Policy. David Kuharenko also shared with the group that this is something that city staff is already gathering up this information and drafting up a policy. Stephanie Erickson told the group that Planning and the Engineering Department is in the process of drafting up a draft of a Complete Streets policy for Grand Forks and after the draft is complete they are going to bring it around to the different stakeholders to get their input and let the group know that they would be one of the stakeholders that would see the draft and ask for input on. Stephanie Erickson also told the group that the plan is to have it go to Council in May for Bike Month. Stephanie Erickson shared with the group that there will also be a Complete Streets checklist, every road project will have to go through this checklist as well as few more items to the site plan checklist. Jairo Viafara brought up the financial constraint of it that sometimes to make the street a Complete Street is so huge in cost that it does not make sense for it to be done, there is a percentage of twenty you see in a lot of policies. Stephanie Erickson responded that is something they are thinking about putting into the policy. 
b. Bike Month – Stephanie Erickson brought that we talked about this a little bit last month, and we started the conversation of looking at existing events already happening that month and just doing a better job of helping each other out making them successful and promoting. Stephanie Erickson had the group refer to the packet at the ideas you can do doing Bike Month. Daniel brought up that he liked the idea of a tune up station, he indicated that he has some tools and would like help with that. Bruce Keifeuheim brought he thought the bike swap would be a good thing to do too and also say that these would be good things to tail onto an existing event. Jairo Viafara brought up a nonprofit that is located in Winnipeg that helps with maintenance of bikes called Wrench and asked if there is one in this community. Stephanie Erickson responded that we do not have that here. Jairo Viafara shared with the group that in Winnipeg he did an event called bike to the movies, where you would ride your bike to the movie theatre and screen movies from all over the world that were only around five minutes long and what was the meaning of the bicycle in the movie. Bruce Keifeuheim asked if there was any a course or rough terrain for bicycles. Richard O’Connor responded that Cunyan Lakes is the only one he knew of for what he was asking for. Stephanie Erickson shared with the group that Alley Alive will be having event on May 4th and that would be a good event to do the bike fix-station or bike swap at. Stephanie Erickson told the group to think about it. Bruce Keifeuheim asked if there was still Bicycle club at the University. Stephanie Erickson responded with his question that there is not because they need designated officers and terms but they did not have any one to fill those spots, the people that were part of the group went with Northern Star Cycling Club. 
iii. Pedestrian Underpass by Discovery School – Stephanie Erickson started the conversation with information some conversations that have been happening and a meeting to discuss an underpass by Discovery School. Stephanie Erickson gave a summary of the meeting to the group, and basically it was getting all the stakeholders into one room because there had been a lot of side conversations and to talk about the scope of work of a study to see if an underpass is even possible in that area and what it would look like. Stephanie Erickson told the group she will bring it back to the group on updates.
iv. North 42nd Public Meeting Overview – Stephanie Erickson told the group they are looking at redoing 42nd from Gateway to University and she put in a letter of support on behalf of this group in support for a multi-use path along the west side of the street since the east side of the street is owned by the railroad and the city has not been able to get them to budge or talk to the city about a path a long there. Stephanie Erickson also said she attended the public input meeting for the first part and they the public that was there during that time also indicated they too thought it was a good idea to put in a multi-use path a long that stretch. Richard O’Connor was excited to hear about the project and pointed out that gives you a nice north south corridor from one side of the city to the other. Group indicated how huge this would be for the community and hope it happens. 
v. Bicycle Instructor Courses – Stephanie Erickson reminded the group that Bicycle Instructor course was brought up at the last meeting. Stephanie Erickson summarized what the handouts mean and how as a community we could have something like that here. Stephanie Erickson first indicated you have to be a member of the League of American Bicyclists, there is an exam written and riding, and you have to attend a seminar that is two days. Stephanie Erickson told the group she already looked into where a seminar is going to be held nearby and there is not one, not even in a neighboring state. Then Stephanie Erickson pointed out to the group the next couple of pages in the packet and how to host a seminar. Jairo Viafara asked why you would go through this training. Stephanie Erickson answered Jairo Viafara’s question that then there would be people in the community that would be certified to teach other people to ride a bike safely as well as host seminars as well. Jairo Viafara asked if this would help in the Bicycle Friendly Community score to have something like this. Stephanie Erickson responded with that it would and reminded the group that this something that Richard and Jane brought up at the last meeting that this would be a good thing for the bicycle club to take on. Stephanie Erickson told the group to look through the information and come back to next month’s meeting with some input and ideas.
vi. Upcoming 2017 Projects Update – 

a. N 55th St. (University Ave to DeMers Ave) – David Kuharenko went over the project as part of a second phase from another TAP application project. David Kuharenko indicated that there is a public input meeting coming up on Thursday March 2nd 4:30 to 6:30 PM in room A101. David Kuharenko told the group they are looking at the east side to connect the path. David Kuharenko told the group there is one part of the path that they are not sure if it will on the north or south side of the street. Stephanie Erickson pointed out to the group that this would be a good commuter section for many people. Stephanie Erickson asked David Kuharenko if he needs a letter of support from this group. David Kuharenko indicated that it is not needed, just needing the public input at this time.
